the following instructions for uniform compliance by all affiliated institutions, training
centres, colleges, regional offices and stakeholders.

1. Official Change of Council Name (Effective Immediately)
The Council has formally changed its name as follows:

Old Name:
Lal Bahadur Shastri Paramedical Skill and Training Council
All institutions must adopt the new name in all forms of usage with immediate effect.
2. Mandatory Discontinuation of the Term “Paramedical”

All affiliated and approved institutions are instructed to stop using the word
“Paramedical” in any context, including:

o Institutional titles and name boards

e Websites, banners, brochures, advertisements

e Certificates, ID cards, marksheets

o Affiliation certificates, registration, renewal forms

e Examination forms, fee receipts, admit cards

¢ Social media handles

¢ Any official correspondence, notices, circulars or publications

This is effective immediately and binding on all institutions.
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3. Implementation of the New Name in All Official Records
All institutions must update the following:
e Signboards & building displays
e Admission forms, student registers
e Institutional websites and portals
e Prospectus, academic publications, training manuals
e Digital material, official e-mail signatures
e Social media profiles
o Affiliation-related documents
e Accounts & receipts
e Staff ID cards, student ID cards
All updates must reflect the new official name only.
4. Submission of Compliance Report (Mandatory)
All affiliated institutions must submit a Compliance Report to the Council containing:
1. Updated nameboard photo
2. Updated website screenshot
3. Updated institutional letterhead
4. Updated admission & student documents
5. Declaration that “Paramedical” term has been fully discontinued
The Compliance Report must be submitted within 30 days of issuance of this Circular.
Failure to comply may result in:
e  Suspension of affiliation
e  Examination-related restrictions
e  Withholding of student registration
¢  Non-renewal of affiliation
5. Effective Date
This Circular is effective immediately from the date of issuance.
